consequently understood as referring in its latter part only to the meetings of the
federal boule. A variance, little important for the meaning of the clause, and even
less probable, is given by Kalinka’s text:. .. Td Kowd ouvEdPILA... GUVEKABILEV.
We think that there is no proper reason for these alterations of the textual tradition,
and propose in this connection the following translation: ... ,the Boeotian assem-
blies and the councils have been sitting in the Cadmea“.

Against such an interpretation Larsen (Repr. Gov., 204, n. 29) put forward
two objections : ,,the language would be strange, and there is no other evidence for
a federal assembly in addition to the council“. Besides, Larsen stresses the importance
of the boule of the Second Boeotian Confederacy (447.—386.), which, as a result,
could have made the assembly unnecessary. We find, however, the sentence syntacti-
cally and stylistically quite correct, whereas the usage of the terms synedrion (fre-
quently also without the attribute koinon) for a federal council, and koinon for a
federal assembly is well known; to quote only the examples of the occurrence of
both of them within the same state or text: Aetolian (e. g. IG XII 2,205—Diod. XIX
66,2), Epirote (SG D 11337, with Nilsson’s restoration of the prescript), Cretan (SGDI
5146) Leagues; it is worth noting that one probably should understand & koivév
Twv "Akapvavwy, mentioned in Xen., Hell. 1V 6, 4 as a federal assembly, in spite
of the different interpretations, (e. g. Busolt—Swoboda, Gr. Staatskunde, 11, 1463 with
n. 4) and translations (e. g. Hatzfeld’s in the Budé edition). The texts giving the plural
form synedria in the meaning (to be reckoned with in the sentence discussed) of the
meetings of the body are rarer but they exist (e. g. Plut., Them. XX), and, in a similar
way, we are entitled to assume an analogous use for the koina (though otherwise,
as it seems, not attested) with regard to the parallels offered by the relative terms
ekklesia and apella (e. g. Ath. Pol. XLIII 4; S1G3487, 11.9 sq.,400, 11. 5 sqg.; OGIS
47, 11. 1sq.; 5/G3748, 11.39 sq.). On the other hand, there are no material reasons
for the denying of the existence of a general assembly of the Second Boeotian Con-
federacy, since the great majority of similar Greek organizations included both
organs. Larsen’s second objection is not very strong (cf. the scarcity of the mentions
of the boule itself — Thuk. V 38, Hell. Ox. XVI sq. — which, however, was sitting
continually; as to the lacking allusion to the assembly in the previous part of the
Hell. Ox. XVI, one should bear in mind that this account speaks very little about
federal organs of the League, mentioning so the boule (the bouleutai figure in an earlier
sentence of the same chapter, but without any closer explanation, and in a different
connection, only at the end too), and, moreover, the below text seems to provide
a new attestation of the body :

common ©npaiolg which represents a pleonasm if we accept that the part [xpévov
3¢ Tijva ouxvév Kai Vv TOAV (sc. ©npac) ... [eT]xov also refers to the parti-
sans of Ismenias, as suggested by the construction pév—o¢ and the fact that Leon-
tiades, the polemarch in 383, must have been too young to hold the predominance
[xpovov Ti]Jva ouxvév before 404., when there began in Boeotia a short neutral
period succeded by at least 14 years of Ismenias’ rule. The structure of the sentence
is clearly revealed by three kai preserved (the last but one incompletely) before tot
[c— 1 ™ Bo[uAln and tnv méAwv, figuring as three points of the influence of the
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attikiovteg). Namely, the ethnicon, confronted with the boule, is to be taken
as meaning the assembly (cf. e. g. the titles ypoppatedwv TtV AitwAwv and
ypopupatedwy cuveédpwv found, side by side, in inscriptions).

Thucidides’ words atnep (sc. Téogoapeg Boulai TV Bowwtwv) dnav
KOpo¢ €xouaty (V 38,2) are not to be taken in a strict constitutional sense; they do
not affirm that the boule was the bearer of sovereignty, but explain that the body
had the last word in matters of the current policy, in order to enable the reader
to understand the result of its disagreement with the Boeotarchs, discribed immedi-
ately after.

The participation in the assembly was open obviously to all Boeotians in
possession of full rights, i. e. adult free men having a certain quantity of goods (cf.
Hell. Ox. XV 12). We do not find plausible the assumption (e. g. Glotz, BCH 32, 276;
Busolt—Swoboda, I, 353 sg. withn. 5, Il, 1416) that there was a land owning obli-
gation for the complete citizens (cf. Swoboda, Klio 10, 318; Moretti, Ric. sulle leghe
greche, 133 sq). The synteléis or symmoroi probably were in position of free komai
or demai (as supposed already by Vischer, KI. Schriften 1, 341, n. 4 and Gilbert
Gr. Staatsalt, Il, 53, n. 2, cf. Larsen, 34) and consequently enjoyed political rights
too (for the different opinion see Swoboda, Klio 10, 316 sq. and the bibliographical
note 6; id., Gr. Staatsalt.6, 257 and n. 5; Schwahn, RE, Il R. IV, 1217).

Among the competencies of the assembly, we may assume with great proba-
bility the election of federal magistrates. This is obvious for those whose number
did not permit the proportional disposition according to the eleven districts (like
hypparch), since they could not be voted by the local boulai, whereas the federal boule
needed not include all the candidates every year. Keeping in mind that the election
of the federal factors was a general privilege of the assemblies, we are entitled to
surmise that the same case was also with that of Boeotians. Provided that we accept
this — since the official year of the Boeotarchs of the Third League began late in
autumn (cf. Polyb. XVIII 1sqgq.), and, perhaps, also of those of the Second League
(Busolt—Swoboda, 11, 1418, n. 4) — one meeting of the assembly, and possibly the
only regular one, should be placed at this time.

The conclusion that there was a primary federal organ during the Second
Boeotian Confederacy, has its wider interest. The evaluation of the importance of
the representative principle for the ancient government depends mainly on how
much a direct government was employed in particular states. In this respect, Larsen’s
famous study shows a certain overestimation of the importance of the former system
and a misconception of its character, as demonstrated by F. Papazoglou (Eiva Antika
8, 172 sqq.). Our proposal for the assumption of a federal assembly in a state which
gives one of the best Greek examples of the representative government, and which
was used as a starting point for the reconstruction of the organization of some other
early Greek states in a similar direction, may provide a further ground for the right
understanding of the phenomenon.
