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SUMMARY

Viktorija Sokolovska: HELLENISTIC POTTERY IN THE VALLEY
OF THE VARDAR

The pottery finds from the valley of the Vardar river, especially those discove-
red on the site Isar-Marvinci show specific features, which are characteristic common
to this area during the hellenistic period. In such a way, the moulded bowls according
to their form, the repertoire, and the style of the depicted compositions, indicate the
attic type. The pyxides belong to the one and same type, having slight variations in
form, decorations in the West Slope style, and characteristic relief application on the
middle of the lids. It seems that this form appears specifically in Macedonian territory.
On a few discovered amphoras from graves which specially produced for funerary
puproses, a widening of the bottom part of the doby has been noted. This also applies
for the vessals with a lid and two vertical handles.

For all the above mentioned pottery forms we find close analogies with the
funerary finds in Beroia, which belong to the same period. If we keep in mind that the
style of the terracotta figurines from Isar-Marvinci shows a large resemblance to the
terracottas from Beroia, we may then conclude, that during the Hellenistic period on
the Macedonian territory existed a cultural unity, manifested by a specific style and
feature.

In the context of the study on Hellenistic pottery in the valley of the Vardar
river and into the territory of Paionia, two important moments of great meaning throw
light on the economic and the historical conditions during the Hellenistic period in this
area.

From the above.stated material it can be concluded that greater part of the
Hellenistic pottery can be dated from the end of the 3rd century B. C. to the middle
of the 2rd century B. C. Some pottery forms continue as well as the development of
new forms deep into the 1 century B.C. However, the material which with certainty
can be attributed to the 3 century B.C. is not numerous and is of modest quality.
This fact is puzzling, when we have in mind that during the 4th century there is a large
import of the Attic Greek pottery originating from the south. Towards the end of the
3rd century once again we find good quality objects, which speak of the revitalized
trade connections with the south. The other avcheological finds give also the same
picture. When we have all this in mind, we can conclude that during the 3rd century
B.C., a long period of stagnation arose which lead to poverty, and most probably to
depopulation on this space. The reasons for this state may only be explained with the
large plunderings undertaken by the Celts from 280/79 B.C.,

A second important conclusion which can be deduced on the basis of the study
on the hellenistic pottery is a determnation of the Paionian territory during the helleni-
stic period. As we have stated in our other papers, during the 4th century B.C. the
Skopje-Kumanovo region and the area which is part of eastern SR Macedonia (Shtip,
Kratovo, Vinica) is rich with imported Greek pottery, as well as with local pottery
produced and inspired by the Greek examples, and pottery imported from the south.
During the 3rd century and the 2rdcentury B.C. in this territory there is a total absence
of imported goods, or finds based on the examples from the south. This drastic inter-
ruption of the cultural connections with the south can only be explained by an arrival
of other new populations to this area and their permanent settlement. As it is known
form later sources, the Skopje-Kumanovo region was then populated and settled by
the Dardanians, while in the territory of east SR Macedonia the Thracian tribes of
Maedi und Dentheleti spread.
