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THE AMBIVALENCE OF THE MESOPOTAMIAN CONCEPTS OF
THE DEMONIC THROUGH THE EXAMPLES OF UDUG AND LAMA

(SUMMARY)

The goal of the text is to shed some light on the specific Mesopotami-
an concepts of the demonic, which differ from the later, originally Judeo-
Christian conceptions of demons as exclusively and undoubtedly evil, terrify-
ing, harmful, villainous, heinous. The Mesopotamian demonic is much more
versatile and exhibits levels of ambivalence uncharacteristic for the subse-
quent beliefs in the (evil) supernatural in other cultural and religious milieux.
The demonic in Mesopotamia is conceived as and believed in as ranging
from pure and absolute evil, banally and pettily nefarious, to value-neutral,
and to protective, orientative, useful and good.

In this text, some aspects of the (perception of) ambivalence of super-
natural creatures are shown through the examples of the demonic creature
udug and the protective creature lama. Udug is considered to be a dominantly
evil and harmful demon with a bad reputation of a vector of disease, and of a
malevolent bringer of various misfortunes and of acute or chronic suffering.
Nevertheless, udug is summoned in the medico-magical incantations, and or-
dered to help the exorcist in the healing ritual designed for a demon-riddled,
or demonically possessed patient, thus performing a useful, beneficent role.
In a pairing with a (good) lama, the otherwise evil udug manifests good cha-
racteristics and acts as a good, protective creature. On the other hand, lama,
who is generally or dominantly a good, protective spirit of places or indivi-
duals, when paired up with an evil udug, becomes evil and harmful. Through
some of the examples of this transformation of the actions and functions of
the udug and the lama, it can be posited that these creatures’ natures are not
best analyzed in an essentialist, but in a relationist framework: while there is
a clear predisposition for evil or good, the creatures, put together in a some-
what unusual pairing, tend to sometimes leave their designated domains of
moral action and start manifesting characteristics typical for the other mem-
ber of the pair, thus becoming a uniformly evil or good supernatural agent.

In this text some main attributes of the (evil) udug from the Udug-hul
(or Utukku lemnutu) Incantations are briefly explored, focusing on the lack
of defined physical features suitable for its visual representation; the privati-
ve formulations often used in describing the udug; and the manifold terrify-
ing ways in which it manages to seize, sicken, torment, torture human pati-
ents. Some attention is paid to the fact that while the udug in the Udug-hul is
undeniably evil (hul), in the healing exorcistic rituals performed to chase
away the demon(s) possessing the patient, the udug is summoned to aide in
the process of successful banishment of the imposing, ravaging demon(s),
thus becoming an ally, a helper, a useful addendum in the magico-medical
practice.

The lama as a protective spirit (at certain points even a deity) is seen
through several literary and ritual mentions of its benevolent, beneficent, and
magnificent powers in protecting certain individuals or places. However, the
ambivalence in the belief in a good, protective lama is underlined by the
examples where lama underachieves in its duties, and fails to perform the
function which it has been delegated - to protect the city (or dwelling) agai-
nst unspeakable calamity. This is shown trough the plight of the Sumerians,
the dreadful misery in the destruction of the city of Uruk, ravaged by a myri-
ad of misfortunes and tragedies, as depicted in The Uruk Lament. One of the
points of this city lament is that when all hope fails and the situation cannot
be redeemed, lama leaves the city and heads for the steppe, a liminal place
usually associated with the demonic, the unknown, the dangerous (even such
an unwelcoming place is safer than Uruk). Lama forsaking the city it is
bound to protect (due perhaps to its own temporary decapacitation) is the fi-
nal sign of impending doom. Lama forsaking its place shows that it does not
exhibit absolute powers (nor is it expected to) for protection, and that while
its nature remains good, its actions are insufficient.

The third part of this survey of ambivalence is outlined through the
pairing of a good lama with a good udug, and a bad udug with a bad lama,
emphasizing the relational nature of their actions and functions. Some exam-
ples of exorcistic incantations with lists of good and bad demons meticulous-
ly placed throughout the healing process are offered. Several rituals emplo-
ying healing techniques which involve the scapegoat mechanism, in which
malevolent (evil) lama and udug are mentioned, as are some examples from
Mesopotamian literature, like the adventures of Lugalbanda in the wilder-
ness, where the udug plays a protective role. The theoretical framework of
the relationism (as opposed to essentialism, or attributivism) in these religi-
ous and cultural conceptions of the lama-udug pairings is outlined.
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
